1. Project Management

a. Timeline – The tentative requested launch date is 1 April 2016 (based on designing/developing per lesson – not entire course).  
b. Identify all content reviewers – Per Liz and Walt, Chuck will be removed as a reviewer for SBA-130DE. Brian Dinunno and Garret Smith (HQ) will be added as reviewers for SBA-130DE. 
c. Process/Templates – There will be no changes to the process and templates used during SBA-120DE (including review process, storyboard template, or interface). 

2. Miscellaneous 
The following miscellaneous items were discussed: 
a. Include consequence calculations for the co-located worker and the public (not for facility worker). 
b. Calculating radiological does is typically performed using computer models. There are advanced courses on computer models and calculating ARF/RF. Learner should know basic formula and information sources. 
c. Preliminary scenarios for the accident analysis include the glovebox fire, aircraft crash, and loss of containment (either forklift or drum lift accident). 
d. Focus area in accident analysis is selection of representative/unique scenarios (this is common problem during DSA review). 
e. Learner should be able to select which controls should be elevated to safety class (see examples in SAF-780 v1. 
f. Include a short explanation (possibly Ask Bob) on what happens when facility is outdated and it will take time to implement controls (or safety class controls cannot be implemented). 
g. For accidents beyond the design basis, use DOE OE-1 for source. Focus on the types of events and failures (give real-world examples) of each (e.g., Fukushima). Cover the requirements for documenting in the DSA (3009/OE-1). 
h. Include failure probability and PRA as an Ask Bob topic. Refer learner to PRA handbook. 
i. Use new SAF-780 to determine depth of coverage for chemical source term.
